ELIGIBILITY


1. Students must be enrolled to the Ouzinkie Tribe.  Contact  (907) 680-2259 to establish tribal membership.


2. Be able to establish financial need.


3. Enrolled in a four-year academic degree program at an accredited institution.

NOTE: STUDENTS ARE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE DOCUMENTATION TO VERIFY ELIGIBILITY.

GENERAL PROCEDURE

1. Write to the accredited institution of your choice and request:

a. school catalogs and applications for admission;

b. information on financial aid (school scholarships);

c. information on areas of interest (majors); and

d. housing information

2. Apply for admission to college and establish financial need through Financial Aid Office by completing and submitting the “Free Application for Federal Student Aid” (FAFSA).  This can be found on line.  The earlier this is done, the better chance of financial aid.  It takes at least 6-8 weeks for the FAFSA to be processed.  Note: Although you may not be eligible for a Pell Grant, Ouzinkie Tribal Council will require you to establish financial need before you receive a B.I.A. scholarship.

3. Apply for all other sources of funding (i.e. Native Corporation Scholarships, other scholarships, etc.)  Alaska Student Loans are another option.

Submit the following documentation listed on the Higher Education Checklist (page 3) to Ouzinkie Tribal Council as required by B.I.A.

STUDENT’S RESPONSIBILITY

1. Maintain a full-time student status (12 credits or more) for entire term.

Part-time (2 or more courses) will be considered on a case by case basis.

2. Maintain a 2.0 grade point average or better.  If not, loss of funding eligibility will occur.

3. Send a copy of your grades to Ouzinkie Tribal Council at the end of each term. At the same time, send a copy of your enrollment schedule for the next term.

4. Keep Ouzinkie Tribal Council informed of any changes in your student status or address. (Note:  If you intend to change schools during the school year, failure to inform Ouzinkie Tribal Council can result in loss of funding.)

5. Ensure that all the paperwork concerning your education has been completed and submitted.

      Travel to and from the institution you are attending.

NOTE: INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE PROCESSED.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO SEE THAT ALL PAPERWORK IS SUBMITTED ON TIME.

OUZINKIE TRIBAL COUNCIL’S RESPONSIBILITY

1. Ensure that the necessary documentation is on file.

2. Provide technical assistance to the student.

3. Disburse funds to the institution in behalf of the student in accordance with B.I.A. regulations.

_______Three letters of recommendation (employer, friend, counselor, teacher)

_______Official copies of high school and/or college transcripts

_______Results from other funding sources (i.e. scholarships, loans)

CONTINUING STUDENTS: If reapplying for B.I.A. assistance, the following items need to be submitted in order for your application to be considered complete:

_______Copy of FAFSA results (yearly application must be done; forward the SAR or Student Aid Report to us as soon as you have it)

_______Financial need sheet signed by a financial aid officer at the institution you will be attending

_______Results from other funding sources (i.e. scholarships, loans)

_______Official transcripts of college grades on file with Ouzinkie Tribal Council

OTHER PERTINENT INFORMATION
